The 21st Century Community Learning Center (21st CCLC) Grant funds are provided to assist local education agencies (LEAs), faith or community-based organizations and others to provide before school, afterschool, and summer services through the establishment of  21st CCLC programs. The Department of Public Instruction is making funds available for 2010 21st CCLC summer programs.

The academic components should be aligned with the North Carolina Standard Course of Study and have a clear focus on mathematics and literacy.  Math and reading skills should be integrated into enrichment activities that address the whole child.
Program Eligibility Criteria

· Program participants must be students who currently attend Title I or high-poverty schools.  
· Priority given to applications to serve children in schools designated as in need of improvement under Title I.
· Program may be offered for students attending grades K-12.

Funds Available

Grants of up to $50,000 will be awarded based on program format and requirements as described in the program and budget narratives.
Application Contents:

1)  Program description

2)  Budget form and budget narrative

3)  Summer 21st CCLC Profile document for each proposed site
Program Description

Applicants should provide a four-page descriptive narrative of the proposed program describing how the 21st CCLC summer program will successfully address the needs of the target population currently served. The description should include the proposed hours of operation, programming, and the objective targeted by each activity.  A specific parental involvement strategy should also be described.

Budget

Along with a proposed budget, include a budget narrative that describes the major items of requested funds for the 21st CCLC summer program and the resources to be obtained from other sources. Appropriate personnel and other resources should be carefully allocated for the tasks and activities described in the program description.

Profile Document
Provide program information, including the signature of the fiscal agent responsible for the current 21st CCLC program.  Also provide the estimated number of students to be served at each site and the proposed number of hours and days of operation for each site.
